As the staff and Board of Directors sat 
down in 2006 to explore options in 
response to the needs and demands of 
our current and future riders, it all came 
down to the need for capital 
improvements to accommodate an 
expanded riding season and increase 
program capacity. While we anticipate 
benefitting from the generosity of Tom 
Monaghan and Domino Farms at our 
current location for the immediate future, 
we need to lay the groundwork for the 
next 50 years of a great program. Bottom 

line: TRI is seeking a home of its own in 
order to sustain and grow the program.

Harold and Kay Peplau have led the way 
once again with an extraordinary pledge 
of $1,000,000 to be dedicated toward the 
construction of a new facility. The project 
will require significant additional fund-
raising to complete the capital campaign 
but the Peplau pledge has provided the 
confidence necessary to move forward 
with our planning.

 Following an exhaustive year long search 
for land, a parcel ideally suited for 
equestrian use and ideally located for 
rider and volunteer access has been 
identified in partnership with The Lloyd 
and Mabel Johnson Foundation and The 
Washtenaw Land Trust. Discussions are 
underway with various planning and 
governmental agencies to clear the path 
for final purchase of the land but the 
initial signs are promising.

TRI is a close knit family of riders and 
volunteers and - not surprisingly - word 
has spread through the barn that 
something big is in the works.  A future 
issue of the newsletter will be devoted 
entirely to plans and progress toward a 
new home for TRI. Suffice it to say that if 
you hear rumors of change in the air as 
you return to the barn in 2008, there is 
truth to the rumor and details will be 
provided to the entire TRI community as 
soon as they are finalized.  In short, no 
cause to worry about where you’ll be 
riding or volunteering this year but 
plenty of cause for celebration as we plan 
for the future.
